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Topic : The Importance of Security in 
Business Continuity Management  
Most people agree that preparedness is the key to 
surviving a disaster.  Much effort and resources have 
been expended to prepare for the safety of personnel, the 
recovery of IT systems, and the resumption of business 
processes after a disruptive event.  But during this 
recovery process, the business can be more susceptible 
to a number of risks that are normally mitigated.  Physical 
security of the production site can be compromised and 
the security of the recovery site, especially for shared 
recovery locations, can become stretched.  Roles and 
responsibilities may change and staff may have to be 
augmented; which requires rapid re-provisioning and 
changes to access rights.  The displacement of staff may 
increases the number of employees requiring remote 
office security protocols and secured communications.  In 
short, a company can be more vulnerable to security 
threats after a disaster.  Addressing these issues should 
be an integral part of the BCM process.
